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Introduction
The Apps on the smart phone have become the major driving force behind the explosive growth of the smartphone sales in the recent years. Description

This use case describes a taxi’s situation, when a taxi driver drives on the road he can see the other member and to know where he is.

Pre-conditions

Every city will separate to many group areas (zone), and every area will have a leader driver.
Every driver leader will/can create a group.

All members in the group are equipped with GPS.

John is the taxi’s leader driver. Mary and David are taxi’s driver.

Service Flows
Each area group is created by John (app or machine), John has certain authorizations to manage the group.

John can invite Mary and David to join the group as the member driver.

John can use PTT (Push to Talk) to call/contact Mary or David in the group and ask them to report their locations or relevant information.

John can use PTT to call all group members and assign missions or service areas to the David according to all information he collects such as the weather situation, traffic condition and the possible number of passengers need be serviced.

When Mary finds there are passengers in the street waiting for service but she already has passengers in her car, she can record those positions and transmits them to John. John will then ask and assign the nearby member drivers to carry those passengers.

 All group members know each member driver’s position.
