Overview
Devices connecting to the 5G network are expected to include Smart phones and devices of varied types and classes such as IoT (internet of things) devices with different capability, mobility, service and access requirements.  Some of these IoT devices share a similar set of conditions such as the ability to tether to another device in order to access the network.  Requirements specific to these types of devices are covered under the wearables family in clause 5.2. Other types of devices, such as sensors and tracking devices, share a similar set of conditions such as limited ability mobility, wide area access, and a tendency for device originated communication only.  Requirements specific to these devices are covered under the sensor family in clause 5.3.  The family Internet of Things covers requirements for other types of devices (e.g., household appliances, flower pots), as well as requirements which may be applicable to sensors and wearables.
