Pre-conditions

The serving network supports the ability to identify the traffic’s application characteristics. 

The serving network has a paging policy that allows it to optimize the paging function, e.g., by means of delaying some paging messages, while permitting delay sensitive paging messages for applications such as Multimedia Priority Service (MPS) first when the radio access network is congested.
