Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1].

example: text used to clarify abstract rules by applying them literally.
Mission Critical Service:
 A communication service supporting applications for Mission Critical Organizations and mission critical applications for other businesses and organizations (e.g., utilities, railways) with fast setup times, high availability, reliability and priority handling.

Group Communication:
 A communication with fast setup times, ability to handle large groups, strong security and priority handling.
Private Communication: A communication between a pair of MCService Users using the MC Service.

Mission Critical Service Group: A defined set
 of MCService Users identified independently of transport or network type.
Mission Critical Service User: A user of an MCService, who has a device
 with the capability to participate in MCServices.
Mission Critical Service UE: A UE that enables an MCService User to participate in MCService
Mission Critical Service Administrator
: An individual authorized to control parameters of the MCService for an organization including, for example, user and group definition, user/group aliases, user priorities, group membership/priorities/hierarchies, security and privacy controls.
Mission Critical Service Group Member: An MCService User who has been authorized to participate
 in Group Communications of a particular MCService Group.
Selected Mission Critical Service Group: The MCService Group 
that a particular Affiliated MCService Group Member uses for transmission.
Broadcast Group Communication: A group communication where the initiating MCService User expects no response from the other MCService Users, so that when the user’s transmission is complete, so is the communication.
Late Communication
: An Affiliated MCService Group Member joins in an in progress MCService Group Communication.
Affiliated Mission Critical Service Group Member: An MCService Group Member who has indicated an interest 
in the group and is prepared to receive and/or transmit Group Communications from/to the particular MCService Group.
Transmitting Mission Critical Service Group Member: An Affiliated MCService Group Member who is currently transmitting a Group Communication to a Selected MCService Group.
Mission Critical Service Emergency Group Communication: An urgent MCService Group communication that highlights the potential of death or serious injury to the initiator.
Mission Critical Service Emergency Alert: A notification from the MCService UE to the MCService that the MCService User has an emergency condition.
Mission Critical Service Emergency State: A heightened condition of alarm for an MCService User indicating a need for immediate assistance due to a personal life-threatening situation.
In-progress Emergency: An emergency condition for a group that has been accepted 
by the MCService, but has not yet been cancelled by an authorized user.
Mission Critical Service Emergency Priority: 
Mission Critical Service Group Membership: 
Mission Critical Service Policy: 
Mission Critical Service User Profile: The set of information that allow
s an MCService User to employ the MCService in a given role and/or from a given MCService UE.
Location: The current physical location (i.e., co-ordinates plus estimated accuracy and timestamp
) of the MCService UE that can be cross-referenced to a map.

Mission Critical Organization: An end-user organization that includes MCService Users and/or UEs, and can include MCService Administrators, and can be organized hierarchically with administrative control delegated within the organization or to an outside entity.
Mission Critical Service 
Application: 
�This defines an architectural entity that provides services to applications. SA1’s scope is to define user requirements for the applications, not requirements on services provided by entities to othere entities
