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Abstract: This contribution proposes addition of a definition for Priority Services in Draft TS 22.261.
Discussion
The discussion of Draft TS 22.261 at SA1#76 noted that the term “priority services” is used in many instances.  However, there is no definition for “priority services” in Draft TS 22.261 or TS 21.905 (Vocabulary for 3GPP Specifications).
The following definition is contained in TR 22.950 (Priority Service feasibility study):

Priority Service: A service that allows qualified and authorized users to obtain priority access to the next available radio (voice or data traffic) channels during situations when PLMN congestion is blocking call attempts. In addition, Priority Service supports priority call progression and call completion to support an “end-to-end” priority call.

Also TR 22.826 has the following description:

Prioritised communications is characterised by communications that has to be treated with a higher priority compared to regular communications in the network.
It is proposed that a definition for priority services be formulated for inclusion in TS 22.261 based on the TR 22.950 definition and TR 22.826 description.

Proposal

The following definition for “priority services” is proposed for inclusion in Draft TS 22.261:

------------------------- PROPOSED CHANGES ----------------------------

Priority service: A service qualified or authorized for priority treatment based on regional/national or operator policies during congestion (i.e., prioritized communications compared to regular communications).
