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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks SA2 for their LS on standardized Slice Service Types (SST) and the possibility for SA1 to comment on those.
It is SA1’s understanding that amongst others network slices are a means to provide simplified and high efficient network architectures and procedures to certain groups of users requiring services of specific characteristics. 

It is up to SA2 to determine which grouping of technical characteristics enable the highest efficiency gains and to proceed with specifying those as standardized SSTs. In this context SA1 would like to raise the following questions to SA2:  
Question 1: Under the aspect of architectural efficiency, do further standardized SSTs seem necessary, e.g. for V2X (based on requirements in 22.186)?

Question 2: Under the aspect of architectural efficiency, would a finer granularity be useful, e.g. to distinguish between sub-groups of MIoT (with different mobility requirements, or different traffic demands) or URLLC (e.g., Mission Critical communication vs. industry automation).
Furthermore, SA1 would like to highlight that additional standardized SSTs might be required in the future, motivated by the operators’ wish to ease configuration, operation and management as well as the work currently done in the GSMA Network Slicing Taskforce. As such it is important that a sufficient number of SST values is available for standardized and proprietary SSTs.
Question 3: What is the maximum number of values available for standardized and non-standardized SSTs?
