1. Overall Description:

CT1 noted the ongoing discussions on PLMN selection in the 5GS and asked SA1 2 questions to which SA1 would like to respond.
Question 1: Is there a service requirement to differentiate between “NR connected to 5GC” and “E-UTRA connected to 5GC” for the purpose of PLMN selection?
SA1 notes that the service requirements and KPIs for NR connected to 5GC and for E-UTRA connected to 5GC are different. As with previous new RAT development, SA1 sees as logical that the availability of certain RATs would be an input to PLMN selection decision. Therefore, SA1 answers Yes.
Question 2: Is there a service requirement to differentiate between “E-UTRA connected to 5GC” and “E-UTRA connected to EPC” within the same PLMN for the purpose of PLMN selection?
SA1 notes that the service requirements for E-UTRA connected to 5GC and for E-UTRA connected to EPC are different. SA1 can conceive that either a PLMN may support both a 5GC and an EPC instance, or only one type of the cores. Therefore, the core network(s) supported by a PLMN should be exposed as part of PLMN selection. Therefore, SA1 answers Yes.
