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Abstract: Summary of SA1 topics at SA plenary.
Introduction
This document is a report of topics related to SA1 at TSG SA#76 (Sapporo, Japan, 13 - 15 September 2017).

Summary
SA1 presented xx documents to SA for approval/information.
· 10 CR packs were approved without revision;
· 3 WIDs/SIDs were approved;
· 2 WIDs/SIDs were revised and then approved;
· 1 TR for approval was approved

SA1 Status Report
The SA1 Status Report in SP-170688 was presented for information and was Noted.

US DoC indicated they were concerned by the lack of progress on normative MONASTERY2 work. The FRMCS2 requirements are still very much railway specific (gap analysis indicates not covered by existing MC specifications). There is a lot of work needed to integrate these requirements with normative MC specifications. US DoC is committed to support the process of integration, but work should start asap.

SA1 Chair assessment: Railway interested companies are strongly encouraged to start with normative MONASTERY2 work (as planned in the Status Reports).

Items of interest to SA1
Titles for MC specifications
In a company contribution SP-170709 from SyncTechno Inc., BMWi, Home Office, The Police of the Netherlands SA was asked for help with the titles of Mission Critical specifications. The problem is that the “for LTE” aspect of the title seems to exclude applicability of MC specifications for 5G. The governments behind the contribution on the other hand want to use MC services in 5G as well.

FirstNet mentioned as another issue that Mission Critical may be too narrowly interpreted.

The outcome of the discussion is reflected in a slide set created by the 3GPP SA chairman (SP-170812). 
· SA agree in principle to broaden the applicability of MC specs to (specific) additional 3GPP accesses beyond “LTE”
· Agree in principle that we will (eventually) remove the Title “over LTE” from MC Specs
· Proceed by changing the TS Names (!) 
· Recommend that interested parties propose study items and work items in SA1, to consider how to support MC services using 3GPP accesses other than LTE (using the normal process.)
· The scope of current specifications covers more than mission critical services. Some members assert that the name of the specifications (“Mission Critical”) reduces acceptance and understanding of this broader applicability. Some members assert that the current name makes it clear that mission critical is supported, and this should not be lost.
· SA recommends that consideration of renaming proposals start at SA1 #80. SA will consider SA1 results and other input at SA 78 for a name that satisfies these concerns. (using the normal process).
· SA agrees in principle that once a replacement name is agreed (satisfying the “over LTE” issue and possibly the “Mission Critical” issue), to change the name of TSs by CR (even though this is an exceptional procedure.)
· Observation: Renaming should be considered only if we seek solutions that minimize disruption of work and minimize alignment of specifications.
· It is recommended that a plan to handle CRs to change the name of specifications could be brought to SA1 80 and SA 78, as well as CRs to accomplish this.
· It is acknowledged that alignment of Reference sections will be needed, as well as public notice (i.e. on the 3GPP web page.)

SA1 Chair assessment: we need to follow up on the instructions from SA plenary and:
1	Create a WID for making MC applicable to 5G.
2	Create CRs under that WID for title changes of the MC specifications
3	Create CRs under that WID for clean-up of the MC specifications
We will have to decide whether the title change only reflects the removal of “over LTE” or also tackles the “Mission Critical” aspect. In case expanding “Mission Critical” goes beyond reflecting what is currently in the scope of the MC specifications such a scope change may also need to be reflected in the WID.

Secure platform LSs
Incoming LS from SA3 and the SA1 reply were discussed. Outcome of the discussion is that “TSG SA asked SA WG1 and SA WG3 to try to resolve this issue and expects alignment to proceed in a timely way using the normal process”. SA3 will indicate when their normative specification related to secure platform (in TS 33.501) is stable. 

SA1 Chair assessment: we should wait for SA3 to indicate that their security requirements on secure platform are stable and/or they have stable definitions for 3GPP Subscription Credentials and 3GPP Subscription Identifier.
Cellular IoT in 5G
SA2 has agreed a Rel-16 study on the evolution of Cellular IoT (SP-170742 revised to SP-170801). 

The SA WG1 chairman indicated that the SA1 study on 5GMSG should be linked to this study. However, the timelines for these studies are not aligned and there was strong opposition to have the SA2 study based on requirements from an ongoing study. 

SA1 Chair assessment: If we want our SA1 study to be relevant to steer architecture work on 5G Cellular IoT, we may need to speed up the study. Furthermore, we should consider if SA1 is already clear enough on the 5G requirements related to the Cellular IoT enhancements. 
[bookmark: _Hlk484802521]RAN report (SP-170776)
The TSG RAN chairman (Balasz Bertenyi) gave a report (SP-170776) of what happened in the TSG RAN meeting. Some topics of note were:
· RAN is putting all RAN1 and RAN2 NR related studies on hold until 2018. This because of extreme workload related to the normative Rel-15 NR work. Focus will be on Option-3 (non-standalone) until December 2017, priority will be given to Option-2 (standalone) from end of 2017 to the June 2018 Release 15 freeze.
· The presentation includes the ITU submission dates. These are important dates for planning in 3GPP.

CT report (SP-170794)
The CT chairman reported on the work in CT. Items of interest:
· Progress on 5G related work is on-target in all CT WGs
· Cooperation with SA WGs so far works nicley
