Scope

The present document focuses on 5G communication services targeting the critical medical applications and enabling wireless connectivity between those applications and medical devices. 
Those communication services are often submitted to (but not limited to) very low latency, high reliability, and high availability requirements and may be operated on a shared network infrastructure that also provides resources to other less demanding communication services. 
The present document intends to collect stage 1 potential requirements that will be derived from different sources:

· Existing work on communication, distribution of medical data; e.g. DICOM RTV see [2];
· Existing regulation and standards applicable to wireless medical solutions and dealing the management of risks related to safety, effectiveness, and medical data/system security, e.g. ANSI/AAMI/IEC TIR80001-2-2:2012 see [4], or IEC TR 80001-2-3 see [5]
· Use cases describing network operation while connecting devices and critical medical applications covering, for instance, common usage of the network (multi-tenancy), network monitoring for assurance of service level agreements; network performances; 
· New (additional to already existing stage-1 work), representative use cases based on input from relevant vertical interest organisations and other stakeholders. 
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
