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1. Overall Description:

SA5 wishes to thank GSMA for your LS informing about the publication of the Network Slicing Use Case Requirements Whitepaper, which we have used as valuable input to our work on 5G network slicing management. 
We have now completed the first set of the 3GPP 5G phase 1 management specifications, approved for Rel-15 in September. They include the definitions for management of Network Slicing in 5G mobile networks defined by 3GPP, which we believe are well aligned with GSMA’s white paper definitions and meeting your requirements. We would like to draw your attention to these specifications as they may be useful in your continued work related to network slicing.
SA5’s network slicing specifications which we believe are most applicable to your work are the following: 
3GPP Rel-15 TS 28.530 – clause 3.1 (http://www.3gpp.org/ftp//Specs/archive/28_series/28.530/) - defines a ‘network slice subnet’ as “a representation of the management aspects of a set of Managed Functions and the required resources (e.g. compute, storage and networking resources)”. Based on this definition, a network slice is an exposed network slice subnet, where a network slice subnet itself is a recursive combination of network slice subnets and managed functions – see also the diagram below.
3GPP Rel-15 TS 28.531 (http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/archive/28_series/28.531/) – clause 4 provides general 5G network and network slicing information, clause 5 use cases and requirements, and clause 6 management service definitions for provisioning of network slicing.
3GPP Rel-15 TS 28.541 – clause 6.2.1 (http://www.3gpp.org/ftp//Specs/archive/28_series/28.541/) provides the information model related to network slice and network slice subnet. The main diagram for this model is depicted below. In this model, we have used the GSMA Generic Slice Template definition as one of the inputs to our “Service Profile” definition.
