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This paper describes the current status of the service specifications. A series of editorial CR's has been produced together with MCC experts in order to make the 02 series specifications applicable to both GSM and UMTS when needed, (references, terminology, etc). These CR's will be presented at next S1 meeting.

There are major difficulties with a few specifications, which are only applicable to either GSM or UMTS, but not both. SMG1/S1 has decided that 02.01/02.03 remain only GSM specifications, and 22.101/22.105 are only applicable to UMTS. The problem is clearly seen with 22.002 (ex.02.02) and 22.004 (ex.02.04), which are applicable to both GSM and UMTS but have been written for GSM and include  references to 02.01 and 02.03. The specifications contain some identical parts but, for example, the current version of 22.105 does not include everything applicable for both systems. 

It is proposed to study the possibility of harmonising these to make all of them applicable to both GSM and UMTS. One way forward might be to move any appropriate content from 02.01 and 02.03 into 22.101 and 22.105 and then delete 02.01 and 02.03. It is proposed to have a separate editors' meeting to study this issue further and to produce the necessary CRs.

Other difficult specifications that need major re-writing are 22.011, 22.022, 22.030, 22.034, 22.043, 22.060 and 22.071. For some of these a volunteer has been identified and the work is progressing. 

Currently it seems that all the requirements included in 22.100 and other S1 specifications might be fulfilled in release '99. This needs to be monitored constantly by S1 and when final results are seen there will be a need to clean up the S1 specifications in order to have a clean specification set for release 99.  By default these postponed requirements should be included at release 2000. Any requirements that are no longer believed to be valid should be identified and removed.

List of S1 specifications and reports 

All 22.0XX –specifications are former GSM specifications. These need to be aligned to create a common release 99 GSM/UMTS series, this will require e.g. editorial review on references, terminology, detailed applicability, etc.. Initial editorial CR’s have been drafted for all of these.

For 22.1xx and 22.9xx series documents the rapporteurs are currently drafting CR’s to ensure consistent use of terminology and updating references.
