Provisioning information for ProSe direct services

The following information can be contained in the authorisation information that is provided by the ProSe Function to the UE for authorisation of using direct services in a particular PLMN.

For Public Safety usage the operator may pre-configure Public Safety UEs  with the required provisioning parameters for ProSe direct services, without the need for the Public Safety UEs to connect to the ProSe Function to get this initial configuration. The following apply:
· The provisioning parameters for ProSe direct services may be configured in the UICC, in the ME, or in both the UICC and the ME.
· The ME provisioning parameters shall have additional information that enables the Public Safety UE to determine whether the ProSe functions are permitted to be used by the UE with the enabled USIM.
· The ME provisioning parameters shall be valid only when a permitted USIM is enabled.

· The ME provisioning parameters shall not be erased when a USIM is disabled or replaced.

· If both theUICC and the ME have provisioning parameters, the Public Safety UE shall use the parameters from the UICC.  

Editor’s Note:  The assumption of prioritizing the UICC parameters over the ME parameters when both are present needs to be confirmed by stage 3.
