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1. Overall Description:
SA2 has discussed the provisioning of the ProSe configuration information for a UE intended to be used for public safety communications and has reached the following agreements that are captured in TS 23.303:
[DRAFT] In the approved version this text will be replaced with that in the agreed CR (S2-140758 at the time of writing)
1. The provisioning parameters for ProSe direct services may be configured in the UICC, in the ME, or in both the UICC and the ME.

2. The ME provisioning parameters shall have additional information that enables the ProSe enabled Public Safety ME to determine whether the ProSe direct services are permitted to be used by the UE with the selected USIM.

3. The ProSe direct services shall be accessible only when a USIM authorized for ProSe direct services is selected.

4. The ME provisioning parameters shall not be erased when a USIM is deselected or replaced.

5. If both the UICC and the ME have provisioning parameters, the ProSe enabled Public Safety UE shall use the parameters from the UICC.  

SA2 would like to ask the assistance of the recipients of this LS to complete the parts of the work in this area that are not in SA2’s remit and therefore would like to ask the recipients of this liaison statement to take the following actions into account. 
2. Actions:

To TSG CT WG 6
ACTION: 
TSG SA WG 2 would like to ask TSG CT WG 6 to decide how ProSe configuration is stored in UICC – e.g., whether the existing USIM functionality will be extended so that ProSe configuration is stored as transparent data, or a new application to store ProSe configuration information will be defined. 
To TSG CT WG 6, TSG SA WG 3

ACTION:
TSG SA WG 2 would like to ask TSG CT WG6 and TSG SA WG3 to determine the mechanism for the ME to identify whether the selected USIMpermits the Prose enabled Public Safety UE to use the ME provisioning parameters (See #2).
To TSG CT WG 1, TSG CT WG 6
ACTION: 
TSG SA WG 2 asks TSG CT WG1 and TSG CT WG 6 to validate the assumption made by TSG SA WG2 that in the case where both UICC and ME have provisioning parameters, those in the UICC will be used (see #5 above).
