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1. Overall Description:

3GPP is working to enhance the 3GPP specifications with improved and operator controlled WLAN/3GPP access network selection and traffic steering. 
In order to enable more predictable behaviour of the devices considering accessing Wi-Fi network next to / instead of 3GPP connection, 3GPP SA2 would like to ask information from Wi-Fi Alliance. The first question is applicable for a non-associated device that is considering initial Wi-Fi network selection. The second question is applicable for a device that is associated with a Wi-Fi access point. The third question is applicable for both associated and non-associated devices.
It should be noted that 3GPP considers Wi-Fi internal mobility procedures completely outside the scope of 3GPP specifications, and 3GPP is not considering any modifications on those. Instead, 3GPP’s interest on the questions below comes from the interworking of 3GPP and Wi-Fi radio technologies.
Question 1: What standardized mechanisms are available for the device to estimate the available service level (e.g. available uplink and downlink bitrate) for a given Wi-Fi network and access point when the device is not associated to Wi-Fi? If there are standardized mechanisms, is any of the mechanisms part of WFA certification(s)?
Question 2: What standardized mechanisms are available for the device to estimate the available service level (e.g. available uplink and downlink bitrate) for a given Wi-Fi network and access point when the device is associated to Wi-Fi? If there are standardized mechanisms, is any of the mechanisms part of WFA certification(s)?
Question 3: Is there any active WFA certification program considering issues in question 1 and 2?
