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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks SA2 for the LS on BCM handling in NW initiated procedures.
CT1 has analysed the BCM handling logic as currently specified and assessed the feasibility to change the handling according to the logic “information/state remains until new PCO information is received”, and has in particular considered implementations of deployed of UEs and SGSNs.

The CT1 understands that there are deployed UEs with enabled support for NW initiated procedures implemented according to the currently specified BCM handling logic. CT1 would also like to highlight that unless networks can rely on all UEs following the logic “information/state remains until new PCO information is received”, BCM would always need to be explicitly signalled for both types of BCM handling to work, and no benefit is achieved.
CT1 concludes that the BCM handling logic currently specified cannot be changed for frozen releases, and would not result in system improvement if changed in the open release. CT1 has therefore not agreed any CRs to change the BCM handling logic.
CT1 has however addressed one of the issues listed in the SA2 LS, namely:

3.
It is not specified whether the PCO handling applies also for network initiated Secondary PDP Context activation.

A CR was agreed in CT1#86bis to add explicit specification of BCM handling logic in NW initiated secondary PDP Context activation, aligned to the BCM handling logic specified in the PDP Context Modification procedure.

CT1 believes it could be beneficial to enhance current specification to clarify that the BCM handling logic is an exception to other PCO parameters, and may address this in a future meeting.
