Modify MBMS Bearer Procedure

The Modify MBMS Bearer procedure is used by the GCS AS to cause modification of the priority and preemption values for one or more MBMS bearers, the MBMS broadcast area, or both.
Figure 5.1.2.4-1 provides a description of the procedure used between the GCS AS and the BM-SC to modify one or more activated MBMS bearers.
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Figure 5.1.2.4-1: Modify MBMS Bearer Procedure
1.
When the GCS AS determines that one or more activated MBMS bearers need to be modified, it shall send a Modify MBMS Bearer Request message to the BM-SC, including a list of (TMGI, FlowID) pairs, any new priority and preemption characteristics to be used, and the MBMS broadcast area. The priority and preemption characteristics and the MBMS broadcast area are optional parameters but one of them needs to be included in the Modify MBMS Bearer request.

2.
The BM-SC shall modify the characteristics of the MBMS bearers using the Session Update procedure defined in TS 23.246 [3].

3.
The BM-SC shall send a Modify MBMS Bearer Response message to the GCS AS, including a list of the (TMGI, FlowID) pairs that have been successfully modified in the BM-SC.
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
