	Reason for change:
	In the current specification there is a note:

Given that ProSe Direct Discovery announcing can only be performed in the bands of the registered PLMN this policy can only be provided by the registered PLMN
However it is not clear how to implement this note. Whether the UE shall not retrieve the ProSe announcing policy from the other PLMNs, or the ProSe Functions in other PLMNs shall not response the ProSe announcing policy to the UE?
As the UE will retrieve the pre-authorization policy from the ProSe Function of the Local PLMN if the Local PLMN is conditionally authorized by the ProSe Function in home PLMN, it is proposed that the ProSe Function in the Local Function always responses all ProSe policies to the UE, including the annoucing policy and monitoring policy. The UE shall select the ProSe annoucing policy from the current registered PLMN.
