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Abstract of the contribution: This paper discusses when ANDSF rules apply and when RAN rules apply.
Discussion
Agreements already made at SA2#102 meeting are captured in the LS from SA2 to RAN2 (S2-141506):
· When the UE has an active ANDSF rule, the UE shall use the ANDSF solution; 

· When the UE does not support the ANDSF solution or is not provisioned with ANDSF rules, the UE uses the RAN solution if available.
Open issues also captured in the SA2 LS (S2-141506)
· It is FFS which solution should be used when the UE is provisioned with both RAN rules and ANDSF rules but none of the available ANDSF rules are valid
· Alcatel-Lucent proposal: RAN rules shall not apply as if the UE is configured with ANDSF rules, but there is no valid ANDSF rules it means that the operators (both HPLMN and VPLMN) preference is not to have any traffic steering and/or WLAN selection at this point. It is not desirable to switch between RAN rules and ANDSF rules depending on the rule or on the cell.
· When the UE is roaming, if the preference for H-ANDSF rules is not set and the UE is not configured with V-ANDSF rules, it is FFS if the UE can use RAN rules
· Alcatel-Lucent proposal: The UE should use RAN rules, unless the Home Operator has forbidden RAN rules to the UE.
Other issues
· In the non-roaming case, should the RAN rules apply when an H-ANDSF rule is not valid?

Alcatel-Lucent proposal: the operator should be able to indicate to the UE whether RAN rules apply or not.
Proposal
It is proposed to agree on the three points above. 
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
