For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. 
A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].
Common Core Network node: a control plane or user plane core network node which can be used for all types of network services and UEs. 
NOTE:
For example Common CN nodes are selected for use when no specific service characteristics are considered or when a UE performs IMSI Attach.
Dedicated Core Network node: a control plane or user plane core network node which is dedicated for network services and UEs sharing specific characteristics. A Dedicated CN node can implement optional features or serve UE with specific behaviour or traffic characteristics.
