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1. Discussion:

SA2 would like to thank SA4 for the reply to our LS S2-140522 (S4-140273), which contains the following request:
SA4 would like to kindly ask SA2 to clarify their intentions on the usage of MBMS delivery methods and user services for GCSE.
GCS AS may use MBMB services for transferring application signalling and data to the UEs.(e.g. mission critical Push-to-talk service to a group call members)
So the GCS AS may request the BM-SC via MB2-C interface to activate an MBMS bearer for using MBMS delivery methods. Then the BM-SC creates an MBMS bearer with setting up the user service description (USD). 
However, the UE may have no information to access the MBMS bearer. 

Hence, the BM-SC delivers to the GCS AS via MB2-C interface  the MBMS bearer related information like service description (e.g. infoBindling element containing serviceArea and radiofrequency), which is based on the USD.

The GCS AS provides the service description to the UEs so that the UEs may access the MBMS bearer and receive the broadcast application signalling and data.
