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Abstract of the contribution: This document proposes adding a key issue to address the interoperability issues between LBO and HR roaming models.

Discussion

It is anticipated that both local breakout based roaming implementations and home based roaming implementations will be deployed simultaneously in different PLMNs, some of these PLMNs may only support one model, and others may support both.  Therefore when a UE is roaming; it may be from a home PLMN that supports one or both models, and may be visiting a PLMN that supports one or both models.

When the both HPLMN and VPLMN only support one roaming model, and it is the same roaming model there, are no interworking or co-existence concerns.  However if either PLMN supports both models, or both PLMNs support only different models, then co-existence and interoperability issues arise, therefore it is proposed that the following key issue be added to address interoperability and co-existence between RAVEL and S8HR roaming models.

Proposal

It is proposed to include the following into the text into the TR for FS_V8.

Key Issue X: Interoperability and Co-existence Between RAVEL and S8HR

Because different roaming methods are defined it is necessary to specify how both may co-exist, both within a PLMN (i.e. a PLMN that has roaming relationships with at least 1 PLMN supporting each model), and within the specifics of a single roaming relationship (i.e. identify which roaming model is to be used).  In addition it is highly probable that two networks do not support the same roaming model, and hence the functions will be required to interwork these two networks need to be specified, and which network will be responsible for which functions.
