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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes to clean-up the RAN rule related contents in Mode Selection section.
Discussion

It is agreed that there are two NBIFOM modes, i.e. UE-initiated NBIFOM mode and Network-initiated NBIFOM mode. However, Figure 5.4.4-1 in the Mode Selection section, seems that there are three NBIFOM modes, i.e. UE-initiated NBIFOM mode, Network-initiated NBIFOM mode and Network-initiated NBIFOM mode with RAN rules. However, RAN rule does not affect to mode selection. And there is no negotiation in current mode selection procedure, the network shall accept the mode selected by the UE. So it is proposed to remove “UE requests / NW selects” part and merge starting point ‘B’ and ‘C’ in Figure 5.4.4-1. Also delete RAN rule related contents to simplify the mode selection procedure.
Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes for NBIFOM mode selection.

Mode Selection

-
The operation mode of NBIFOM is selected based on Figure 5.4.4-1:

-
When the UE is not roaming or the UE is roaming in a VPLMN not contained in the list of "VPLMNs with preferred WLAN Selection Rules":
-
if the UE has a valid ISRP for IFOM rule from the HPLMN, the UE selects UE-initiated NBIFOM mode. Otherwise the UE selects Network-initiated NBIFOM mode.
-
When the UE is roaming in a VPLMN contained in the list of "VPLMNs with preferred WLAN Selection Rules":

-
if the UE has a valid ISRP for IFOM rule from the VPLMN, the UE selects UE-initiated NBIFOM mode. Otherwise the UE selects Network-initiated NBIFOM mode.




-
The UE sends the selected mode to the network when the UE requests a multi-access PDN connection.
-
The network shall follow and confirm the operation mode selected by the UE.
NOTE 1:
If the operator wants the UE to select Network-initiated NBIFOM mode, the operator does not provide ISRP IFOM rules to the UE.

NOTE 2:
Application level preferences settings on the UE (e.g. propose video-share to the user only when over WLAN) are out of scope.

NOTE 3:
ANDSF rules may be configured by an ANDSF server or statically configured on the UE.
