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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to inform SA3 of the following:

SA2 agreed that the Layer-2 ID used as a Source Layer-2 ID for one-to-one ProSe Direct Communication is provided to the UE during provisioning time using any of the provisioning options defined in Rel-12, namely:

-
Configuration in the UICC.

-
Provisioning in the ME from the Direct Provisioning Function (DPF).

-
Provisioning in the ME from a 3rd party public safety provider application server (e.g. GCS AS as in TS 23.468).

SA2 further agreed that the same Layer-2 ID can be used as the Source Layer-2 ID for multiple layer-2 links for one-to-one ProSe Direct Communication. SA2 would like to use the same Source Layer-2 ID for both one-to-one and one-to-many ProSe Direct Communication.
Regarding the latter point SA2 is aware that the bearer layer security defined in TS 33.303 Rel-12 assumes that the Layer-2 ID used as the Source Layer-2 ID in one-to-many ProSe Direct Communication (under the name “Group Member Identity”) is assigned by the ProSe Key Management Function (as described in TS 33.303 clause 6.2.3.3.1) and is used for calculation of the PTK (as described in TS 33.303 Annex A.3).
SA2 would like to check whether a decision to provide the Layer-2 ID (alias “Group Member Identity”) to the UE at provisioning time using one of the options listed above, instead of providing it from the ProSe Key Management Function, is compatible with the bearer layer security for one-to-many ProSe Direct Communication defined in Rel-12.
SA2 would like to point out that the Layer-2 ID used as Source Layer-2 ID is not globally unique, however, it is understood that the Layer-2 ID should be locally unique. SA2 assumes when bearer level security is not used that the UE should be prepared to handle Layer-2 ID conflicts with adjacent UEs by e.g. self-assigning a new Layer-2 ID used as the Source Layer-2 ID when a conflict is detected (refer to TS 23.303 clause 4.6.3.1 and TR 23.713 clause 7.1.1.1).
2. Actions:

SA2 asks SA3 to answer whether SA3 sees any issues with SA2’s decision for providing the Layer-2 ID used as the Source Layer-2 ID for one-to-one ProSe Direct Communication to the UE at provisioning time using one of the options listed above.

SA2 asks SA3 if the Source Layer-2 ID that was provisioned for one-to-one ProSe Direct Communication could also be used for one-to-many ProSe Direct Communication, instead of providing it from the ProSe Key Management Function.
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
