Scope 
Editor’s Note: This clause will describe the work scope of this study item.
The scope of the present document is to study improvements of awareness of user location change in connected mode, for the sake of e.g. differentiated charging and/or QoS, as defined in SP-150517.
Solutions will be studied for following areas:

· UE-specific (e.g. home, work) and non UE-specific (e.g. business areas, shopping areas) “focused areas of interest”, by extending the existing Presence Reporting Area mechanism, e.g. allowing multiple PRA’s per IP-CAN session. Extending the PRA mechanisms shall not jeopardize the reduced CN load.
· Non UE-specific “PLMN areas with specific granularity” (PASG) by extending the TA/LA/cell change reporting mechanism by location change reporting at a specific operator-configured granularity. The geographical split into PASG’s can be of different granularity types due to the variety of services. PASG’s of different granularity types may overlap each other.
NOTE:
Extended PRA mechanism and “PLMN area with specific granularity” (PASG) reporting mechanism may be supplementary to each other and hence reporting for both types of areas can co-exist for the same IP-CAN session per UE.
The scope also includes related evaluation and conclusion. 
If agreed by the group, normative specifications will be developed based on the conclusions of the present document.
