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Abstract of the contribution: This paper proposes the P-CSCF retrieval method as the conclusion of determination of ID of visited PLMN.
1. Discussion
There are 3 solutions for the key issue 3, Determination of the ID of the visited PLMN at IMS Entities in HPLMN in TR 23.749.

They are categorized as HSS-based solution (solution#3) and PCC-based solution (Solution 1 and 6). Actually, the Solution#1 and Solution#6 is same for the key issue 3.
PCC-based solution re-uses the existing mechanism. It extends this mechanism from IMS session establishment to IMS registration. There is no other difference with existing procedure.

HSS-based solution defines a new mechanism, which transfer VPLMN ID from HSS to S-CSCF, and form S-CSCF to P-CSCF.
Although the impacts of HSS-based solution may be very small, but re-using the existing mechanism is preferred.

2. Proposal
It is proposed to add the following text in the TR23.749

Overall Evaluation

For the key issue 3:
There are 2 kinds of solution, PCC-based solution (solution 1 and 6) and HSS-based solution (solution 3). The solution 1 and 6 is the same for the key issue 3.
PCC-based solution re-uses the existing mechanism. It extends this mechanism from IMS session establishment to IMS registration. It only impacts P-CSCF. There is no impact on the interface.
HSS-based solution defines a new mechanism, which transfer VPLMN ID from HSS to S-CSCF, and form S-CSCF to P-CSCF. It impacts the HSS, S-CSCF and P-CSCF. The Cx and Mw interface are enhanced to transfer the VPLMN ID.
So the PCC-based solution is preferred.
