Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes to add definitions for some terms and also introduce some abbreviations to reach common understanding.
Introduction

It is proposed to agree on some terminologies for the new TR work.
Definitions for some terms are available in TS 21.905:

Mobility: The ability for the user to communicate whilst moving independent of location.

Mobility Management: A relation between the mobile station and the UTRAN that is used to set-up, maintain and release the various physical channels.

Quality of Service: The collective effect of service performances which determine the degree of satisfaction of a user of a service. It is characterised by the combined aspects of performance factors applicable to all services, such as;

service integrity performance; and

other factors specific to each service.

Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1], 3GPP TS 23.401 [2], 3GPP TS 23.203 [3] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1].

Definition format (Normal)

C-plane: Refers to the control plane functionality of the system architecture.
Quality of Experience:
Quality of experience (QoE) is the user’s personal (and subjective) perception, understanding of the quality and acceptability of an application or service.
U-plane:
Refers to the functionality and network resources that are applicable for the user plane established between the UE and the network to enable data transmission.
