It is proposed to modify TR 23.714 as follows…

Key Issue X: Support of Gx/Gy 
Gx and Gy are related with signalling only interactions e.g. when the user location has changed (ULI or PRA reporting) the PGW receives signalling on S5/S8 and reports the corresponding event on Gx / Gy.

Conversely, Gx and Gy signalling have relationship with the user plane capabilities of a PGW: Gx Usage Monitoring and Gy Credit Control imply the transfer from a controlling entity (PCRF / OCS) of data usage thresholds.  When the amount of traffic having been consumed by the UE reaches such thresholds, this should trigger some signalling back from the PGW to this control entity (PCRF/OCS).

The Key issue is to study

· Where (Control Plane part or User plane part)  Gx and Gy should terminate on the PGW
· In case they are terminated on the Control Plane part, which subset of the information exchanged over Gx / Gy needs to be exchanged on the interface between the Control Plane part and the User plane part of the PGW

· In case they are terminated on the User Plane part, which subset of the information exchanged over Gx / Gy needs to be exchanged on the interface between the Control Plane part and the User plane part of the PGW

· The potential impacts on the signalling load of this interface should be assessed

The fact that Gx and Gy are listed together in the description of this key issue does not preclude different solutions to be adopted for Gx and Gy.
The same study is to be conducted for the support of Sd / Gyn in case of the TDF
