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Discussion

SA2 has been notified by RAN3 that RAN3 agreed to support:

· SIPTO@LN;
· SIPTO@LN with L-GW function collocated with the (H)eNB

· MCG/split bearer, in case of MeNB w/ L-GW

· SCG bearer, in case of SeNB w/ L-GW

· SIPTO@LN with stand-alone GW

· MCG/split/SCG bearer, in case of MeNB/SeNB ∈ the same LHN
· LIPA; and

· The same as SIPTO@LN with L-GW function collocated with the SeNB

· Hybrid access HeNB acting as the SeNB

for dual connectivity in release 13 [S2-160046]. Issues that need to be discussed in SA2 are demonstrated in the rest of the section.

Support of “non-SIPTO@LN w/ stand-alone GW bearer” in case the MeNB and SeNB do not belong to the same LHN
Even though the SIPTO@LN w/ stand-alone GW bearer is allowed only in case the MeNB and SeNB belong to the same LHN, the same principle should not necessarily be applied for non-SIPTO@LN w/ stand-alone GW bearer. SA2 is asked to discuss whether a normal bearer can be established in case the MeNB and SeNB do not belong to the same LHN. Note that if the establishment of non-SIPTO@ LN w/ stand-alone GW bearer is not allowed in this case, it is implied that an eNB within a LHN cannot add another eNB as the SeNB if they do not belong to the same LHN.
Samsung’s view is that non-SIPTO at the Local Network PDN connection should be allowed to be established even if the Master and Secondary eNBs do not belong to the same LHN.
User CSG Information update

As adding the hybrid access HeNB as the SeNB is allowed, there can be three different CSG membership statuses:
· MeNB: Open; SeNB: Open

· MeNB: Open; SeNB: Member

· MeNB: Open; SeNB: Non-member

SA2 is invited to address questions below:

· Should the User CSG Information be updated in the EPC e.g. in case the MCG bearer is served by a non-CSG eNB and the SCG bearer is served by an eNB belonging to a CSG of which the UE is a non-member
· If the answer to the above question is yes:

· Should it be per-UE information or per-bearer information?

· If the answer is per-UE information, should it conform to the MeNB condition or the CSG condition?

· If the answer is per-bearer information, what about split bearer?

Samsung’s view is that:

· The User CSG Information needs to be updated if the membership regarding the SeNB is different from that regarding the MeNB;

· User CSG Information may additionally include bearer identifier(s) in order to indicate the bearer(s) which the User CSG Information can be applied to; and
· The split bearer should not be taken into account for the User CSG Information update.
