Plan on how to progress the SEW work (proposed for endorsement)
The plan on how we progress on SEW2 (study and normative) is:

1. We add Key issues, solutions to the TR in SA-113 (January). So SA2-113 should be the last meeting to bring in new solutions

2. We evaluate and conclude FS-SEW2 at SA2-114 (April) 

3. We start the normative work at SA2-115 (May)

· A SEW2 WID is proposed at SA2-113

4. Stage 3 can start from Q3 on even though SA2 still needs to complete the normative work at SA2-116 (July)

We also need to start working on the impacts / evaluation of the solutions. For this purpose it is proposed that:
5. We add an evaluation only in case multiple solutions address the same Key issue (e.g. sol.11 and sol. 22),  creating Sub-sections of §7.2 on items where there are multiple solutions
6. For the conclusion we document which solution or which part of a solution is adopted for normative work
