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Abstract of the contribution: Solution for the selection of a particular Network Slice for a UE, based on Flow Templates provided by the network.

Solution 1.x: Network slice selection based on rules provided by the network
This is a solution for key issue 1 on support for network slicing, related to the item "The procedure(s) for selection of a particular Network Slice for a UE".
6.1.x.1
Architecture description
This solution proposes that the UE first attaches to a default Network Slice. During or after the Attach procedure, a Control Plane entity within this Network Slice provides the UE with a set of rules that will enable the UE to determine which Network Slice(s) to use. 

NOTE 1: The default Network Slice may be the same for all UEs or be selected based on eDECOR mechanism.
The rules include criteria based on Flow Templates (i.e. packet filters associated with a specific flow treatment), enabling the use of different Network Slices depending on the type of application and service. Each rule also includes the necessary information to direct the UE to a specific Network Slice when the criteria of this rule are met. 
NOTE 2: The Control Plane entity providing the rules is assumed to ensure that a Network Slice has been created before providing rules directing to this Network Slice.
Editor's Note: The kind of information needed to direct the UE to a specific Network Slice is FFS and dependant on how Network Slicing is designed. This could be e.g. radio parameters (if Slicing applies to RAN+CN) or a simple indicator/identifier (if Slicing is done without slicing the radio).
When the UE is about to initiate a new uplink data flow, it evaluates the first UL packet against the stored rules to determine which Network Slice to use for this UL flow, performs appropriate procedures to access this Network Slice and sends the UL flow through this slice. Corresponding DL packets will be transported by the same slice following normal routing procedures.
This solution is compatible with the simultaneous usage by a UE of multiple Network Slices for different flows.
