Scope


The present document defines the Stage 2 procedures for the 5G system. The 5G system functionality, is described in the 3GPP TS 23.501 [x] (and is a companion specification to this specification), provides IP connectivity and other type of connectivity using the 5G-RAN and non-3GPP Access Networks fulfilling the service requirements described in 3GPP TS 22.261[y].

The specification covers both roaming and non-roaming scenarios as well as enablers to support e.g. authentication, policy control, charging and interworking with Evolved Packet System (EPS).
The Stage 2 procedures include support for network slicing.

Statements about Service Based procedures, network virtualisation, network sharing etc is FFS.
The 5G-RAN functionality is documented only to the extent necessary to describe the overall system procedures. The 3GPP TS  3x.xxx [y] contains the overall description of the 5G-RAN.
