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Abstract of the contribution: Provides some text for voice over IMS and equivalent domain preference/selection to what is defined in TS 23.401 for EPC.
1. Introduction
In EPS the support/no support for Voice over IMS is provided in "NAS accept" to the UE and this drives the UEs voice domain selection procedures defined in TS 23.221.
Proposal 1: Registration Accept message can indicate whether IMS Voice over PS is supported

In EPC given there interworking with CS e.g. for T-ADS, the HSS is also involved in providing support for "homogenous" TA-lists. We propose this aspect is left FFS as we determine the overall T-ADS framework.

Proposal 2: AMF and UDM interactions related to T-ADS are left FFS.

Also the MME takes into account the UEs radio capability (FGI bits) for supporting voice over certain modulation e.g. FDD, TDD and a procedure for "Voice Support Match" was defined. 

Proposal 3: AMF and RAN interactions related to Voice Support Match and whether they are required in 5G System are left FFS.

IMS voice over PS Session Supported Indication

The serving PLMN AMF shall send an indication toward the UE during the Registration procedure if an IMS voice over PS session is supported. The serving PLMN AMF uses this indicator to indicate to the UE whether it can expect a successful IMS voice over PS session with a 5G QoS Flow that supports voice as specified in clause 5.7. A UE with "IMS voice over PS" voice capability should take this indication into account when establishing voice over PS sessions.

The serving PLMN provides this indication based e.g. on local policy, HPLMN and/or extends of E-UTRAN/5G-RAN coverage. The serving PLMN shall indicate to the UE that the UE can expect a successful IMS voice over PS session only if the AMF is configured to know that the serving PLMN has a roaming agreement for IMS voice with the HPLMN of the UE. This indication is per Registration Area list.
Editor's Note: Interactions between the AMF and UDM for T-ADS including, support for "homogenous support for IMS voice over PS Session supported indication" are FFS.
