1 Opening of the meeting 

Alexander Milinski (Siemens) welcomed the participants and thanked Ericsson for hosting the meeting. The participant list is reflected at the end of this document. 

Note: In the following "S2OSA-0000xy" is abbreviated as "TD xy".

TD 1 (Convenor)

This is the proposed agenda. "Information on stage 3 work" was added to agenda item 5. Otherwise the proposed agenda was approved.

Contributions were allocated to agenda item as can be seen in the sections below.

4 Summary of Email Discussions

S2-000202 from SA2#11 was approved by email discussion.

S2-000148 from SA2#11 has been incorporated to 23.127 v.1.2.0.

The proposed 23.127 v1.2.0 is out for email discussion until 25/2/2000, see also section 5 below.

S2-000152 from SA2#11 has not been finally approved by email discussions, and is up for discussion at the present meeting.

TD 11 (Alcatel)

Six comments on S2-000152 raised by Alcatel in Email Discussion. 

The meeting noted that comments 1-5 are addressed in TD 5 and comment 6 is addressed in TD 7.

TD 12 (Marconi)

In this email Marconi requests more details on comments 5&6 in TD 11. The meeting noted that TD 5 provides more details with respect to comment 5, and TD 7 more details with respect to TD 6.

TD 5 (Siemens)

This contribution was intended to provide the modifications to S2-000152, which were requested in TDs 11 and 12. The meeting went through the changes to S2-000152 and agreed to all changes. It was agreed that for systemDateTimeQuery() the description should be changed to "This method is used to query the system date and time. The framework passes the system date and time to the client. The client responds with its own date and time." (Could be incorporated to the 23.127 directly w/o revision of TD 5). Otherwise all proposed corrections to S2-000152 were accepted.

Also the meeting identified an issue with the Event Notification. It was agreed to seek clarification from the CN OSA ad hoc whether this was needed. This is addressed in a liaison to CN-OSA (TD 29). 

Finally the meeting decided to accept TD 5 with the change identified above. 

TD 14 (Ericsson)

5 Review of 23.127 v1.2.0 and Information on stage 3 work

23.127 v1.2.0 (editor)

The meeting approved all changes introduced by the editor with a single exception. " Basic mechanism between Framework and Service Capability Server (not standardised in release 99):"  Here the addition in brackets should be deleted. (*)

The editor should distribute a revised version of 23.127 v1.2.0 on the S2 email exploder before Friday
 with a comment identifying the two changes. Unless other comments would be raised via email, this one should be approved by email on Friday. 

Moreover the meeting agreed on an editor's note to be added instead of the text in brackets, see (*) above. This change will become effective in v1.3.0.

The meeting also went through the editor's notes. While most resolutions were straight forward, one issue was resolved by TD 21, see below.

TD 7 (Ericsson)

Comments 2.1 and 2.2 were accepted. For comment 2.3 the meeting agreed to he deletion of the editor's note. Comment 2.4 was accepted. Resolution of Comment 2.5: The meeting felt that it was inappropriate to have 1 method for this interface only. However the input was considered valuable and should be captured in an informative Annex, referenced by a sentence at an appropriate place in the document.

TD 10 (CN-OSA convenor)

This is the current status of discussion in the stage 3 CN OSA ad hoc. 
In the discussion following the CN-OSA convenor, Yun-Chao Hu from Ericsson, and Peter Markovics gave some information on the status of work in CN-OSA, ETSI SPAN and ITU-T. CN-OSA and SPAN will produce a common master document comprising the CN OSA R99 work, extended by SDLs and material related to SPAN 6 requirements. ITU-T SG 11 is considering to produce a roadmap document on open APIs. 
The presentation was welcomed by the meeting.

6 User Profile and Security/Privacy issues 

TD 3 (France Telecom)

The meeting welcomed the attempt to provide a solution for retrieval of terminal capabilities for a not-WAP-enabled terminal. However it was identified that much more work would be required, and that there are ongoing unresolved discussions in 3GPP TSG SA1. The meeting concluded that once the stage 1 discussion is completed, the issue might be discussed again for release 00. The contribution was not accepted as such.

TD 4 (France Telecom)

Not presented due to conclusion on TD3.

TD 9 (Ericsson)

Accepted.

TD 2 (Siemens)

The meeting agreed with the principle of the contribution. There was consensus that this did not answer all security issues. 

The meeting agreed that the two central sentences in the discussion in TD 2 should be added to section 5 of 23.127 for clarification.

TD 8 (Ericsson)

The meeting agreed to the concept (easy solution for R99, add more security features in later releases). The meeting asked Ericsson to submit detailed proposals, see TD 13.

TD 13 (Ericsson)

The meeting asked for some modifications. Revision is TD 20.

TD 20 (Ericsson)

Revision of TD 13. The group asked for some more minor modifications. Revision is TD 22. 

TD 22 (Ericsson)

Revision of TD 20. Approved. 

TD 21 (FT, Nokia)

This contributions provided input (based on TD 8) on user profile issues. Approved with one editorial comment to be taken care of by the editor.
