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Event Notification

S2 would like to bring to the attention of CN OSA, a problem relating to the definition of Event Notification within the Framework specification

Event notification is covered in Network Service Capabilities in the appropriate sections (e.g. Call Control, User Interaction). It is not used in the Framework and the specification in that section could lead to some confusion.  Leaving this in the framework would also permit Network Operator specific implementations, and as such, non-standard implementations could result. 

S2 would kindly ask CN OSA for guidance as whether reference to Event Notification should be deleted from the Framework Specification.

Definition of OSA_Access

A second point that S2 would like to bring to the attention of CN OSA, relates to an previously undefined term that has been used (i.e. OSA_Access) in TS 23.127

The change agreed by the meeting is that the current section 6.1.3 in 23.127 be renamed from ‘Access’ to OSA_Access and this then referred to for the definition of this term.
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
