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Response to LS on "H.323 on 3G Networks"

TSG-S2 would like to thank TSG-S4 about their Liaison Statement on "H.323 on 3G Networks"  (S4-00089R). After examining the issue, TSG-S2 would like to assure S4 that the R'99 provide the subscriber a constant IP address and mobility management throughout a session making it unnecessary to require Mobile IP as a mandatory feature for H.323 users. Mobile IP support, however, is provided in the Release '99 as an optional feature. 

S2 would like to confirm the feeling of S4 that the issues that impact the architecture are a part of the responsibility of the S2.

As an answer to S4's question about the interfaces needed for H.323 in Release 99 S2 would like to answer that H.323 is transferred transparently over the user plane. This means that further specification on H.323 mobile's interfaces is not needed.
