X.1
General

3GPP PS Data Off is an optional feature. When activated by the user and when the network supports the feature, this feature allows control of the IMS services and more broadly SIP based services using the IMS framework that the user is allowed to access, for both originating and terminating sessions.

The list of SIP based IMS services can include any one or any combination of the following services:

-
MMTel Voice;

-
SMS over IMS;

-
MMTel Video;

-
USSI;

-
Particular IMS Services not defined by 3GPP, where each such IMS service is identified by an IMS communication service identifier.
The list of SIP-based IMS 3GPP PS Data Off Exempted Services may be configurable on a per VPLMN and per IMS subscription in HSS. 

The list of SIP-based IMS 3GPP PS Data Off Exempted Services is configured by the HPLMN in the UE, and optionally retrieved from HSS by the network for enforcement. A successfully processed list from HSS shall take precedence over any other list. 

Any UE shall report its capability at IMS registration to enable proper configuration in the UE by the HPLMN. The response shall include the network capability to enable the UE to process the list of 3GPP PS Data Off Exempted Services.

Any changes to the list of 3GPP PS Data Off Exempted Services for any IMS subscription shall be propagated to the corresponding UEs and to the network for enforcement.  For UEs that are powered off this shall be done after IMS registration
**** SECOND CHANGE ****
X.3.2
Network Enforcement of SIP-Based 3GPP PS Data Off Exempted Services

Application Servers implementing the SIP-based services shall enforce the SIP based 3GPP PS Data Off Exempted services for all UEs.

Each Application Server capable of retrieving and processing the list of SIP-based IMS 3GPP PS Data Off Exempted Services from HSS shall subscribe to HSS for notification to changes to request the list of 3GPP PS Data Off Exempted Service when notified of a registered IMPU. Furthermore, for any registered IMPU, such an Application Server shall Subscribe to Notifications for when particular data is updated. A successfully processed list received from HSS shall take precedence over any stored list.
The AS shall become aware of the UE 3GPP Data Off status (active/inactive) at IMS (re-)Registration through third party registration. If the UE has changed its 3GPP PS Data Off status from inactive to active, the AS shall ensure that only SIP-based services which are part of the the SIP-based 3GPP PS Data Off Exempted Services are permitted.

If the UE has changed its 3GPP PS Data Off status from active to inactive, the AS shall also let through the terminating requests to the UE for services that were not Data Off exempted.

NOTE:
The AS could be implemented in an existing AS e.g. SCC AS or distributed across other AS's.
