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1. Overall Description:

With the introduction of 5GS and that of New Radio (NR) in particular, one or more new status icons are expected to appear on future (mobile) devices with possibly more than one icon displayed at the same time on the same display depending on the desired granularity. A user should expect consistency across devices as to what icons actually mean and what services she might expect (in the context of her subscription). With the 5G System addressing a wide range of use cases with very distinct requirements, and opening the door to a wider range of different types of subscriptions a one-icon-fit-all is unlikely to be sufficient.
While 3GPP is not expected to define the 5G status icons it should provide the necessary tools to enable their display on future devices. It is therefore necessary to understand what granularity is required and what information ought to be available in/made available to the UE.

SA2 has started discussions on this topic and would like to raise the following points:
· 5G includes a multiplicity of standalone accesses (e.g. E-UTRA with a multiplicity of UE categories, NR with a multiplicity of UE categories) and of non-standalone access (e.g. E-UTRA + NR dual connectivity with a multiplicity of UE categories expected)

· 5G includes both EPC and 5GC

· 5G includes a variety of services that can be categorized at least into eMBB, mMTC, URLLC

Some of the above combinations are expected to be “5G” while some others might not.

SA2 expects that the following points are the minimum conditions for displaying “5G”:

· Valid subscription (with the potential exception of emergency access); and

· Applicable UE and network capabilities; and

· Applicable UE registration (in EPC or 5GC); and

· UE in idle mode camping on a 5G capable cell (i.e. NR cell or E-UTRA Cell supporting E-UTRA+NR Dual Connectivity); or

· UE in connected mode using NR or E-UTRA+NR dual connectivity

Regarding applicable UE capabilities, further clarifications are required regarding E-UTRA standalone operation in EPC and 5GC and what capabilities, if any, can be assumed for “5G” in EPC, and in 5GC.
