Overall description
SA2 thanks CT1 for their LS C1-173796. In that LS, CT1 asks the following question:
“Is there a need to define an end-to-end protocol between the NEF and the UE to carry the device trigger? If yes, will SA2 provide the requirements/stage 2 for this protocol?”

SA2 would like to point out that the description of the “Application Triggering” service in TS 23.502 describes that an Application Port ID is used to route the trigger payload to the application on the UE. Also, steps 4-5 of the Application Trigger procedure show that the UE should send a trigger response, or acknowledgement, to the NEF. Thus, the procedure should support the inclusion of an application port ID which is used to route the payload to an application on the UE and support sending a trigger response, or acknowledgement, to the NEF. SA2 would like to point out that the feature listed above are already supported in EPC by the Reliable Data Service (RDS) using RDS protocol (defined in TS 24.250). It can be re-used for 5GC and could be enhanced at a future time if the need arises.
