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Abstract of the contribution: this contribution aims to clarify how a PDU session id is associated to a network slice after inter system change from EPC to 5GC.

Discussion

Problem statement:

In the following network deployment scenario, it is not clear how the emergency services are provided to a UE.

1. 5GC supports emergency services and NR doesn’t support emergency services.
2. Both 5GC and NR do not support emergency services but EPS supports emergency services.
Following solutions are proposed to handle the above scenarios.
Solution 1:
The network indicates support of emergency services to the UE and handover the UE to the RAT supporting emergency services when the UE initiates emergency services.
Solution 2:

The network indicates support of emergency services to the UE and redirect the UE to the RAT or system supporting emergency services when the UE initiates emergency services.
Solution 3:

The network indicates an emergency service is not supported but indicates with emergency fallback is supported using another indicator. On receiving a request from a UE to establish emergency session the UE redirect the UE to another RAT.

Solution 4:
The network does not indicate support of the emergency services to the UE and the UE selects another RAT or PLMN to make emergency services. This is totally left to the UE implementation how to make emergency call. 

It is proposed to adopt solution 1 as it is simple and the UE will be able to make emergency call in almost all cases.

Proposal

It is proposed to adopt the following text into TS 23.502.

Emergency services fallback
In order to support various deployment scenarios, the 5G System supports mechanism to direct or redirect the UE either towards E-UTRA connected to 5GC (RAT fallback) or towards EPS (E-UTRAN/EPC-System fallback) for obtaining emergency services. If the network supports emergency services through RAT fallback or System fallback then the network indicates support of emergency services to th e UE during registration procedure.
If 5GC supports emergency services but NR does not support emergency services, then 5G System will perform RAT fallback. If neither 5GC nor NR supports emergency services, then 5G System will perform System fallback.

Support for RAT fallback and System fallback to EPS

If the network supports RAT fallback or System fallback for emergency services and receives RRC establishment cause related to emergency service in CM-IDLE mode or PDU Session Establishment Request message with Request type related to emergency services in CM-CONNECTED mode then the network performs RAT fallback or System fallback using RRC release with redirection defined in TS 38.401 [42].
