Overall description
CT1 thanks SA2 for their reply LS on EDT procedures and AS NAS interaction from SA2. CT1 discussed the following question from SA2.

SA2’s question:
SA2 would like to ask CT1 whether NAS Control Plane service request procedure has to be completed (with Service Accept or other DL NAS PDU) or the UE shall also treat the indication from the lower layers that the RRC connection has been released as successful completion of the procedure

CT1’s response:
For the case of initiating a service request procedure for pending user data in IDLE state, the UE shall treat an indication of RRC connection release from the lower layers as successful completion of the service request procedure, see the following text in subclause 5.6.1.4.2 and Figure 5.6.1.1.2 of TS 24.301:

For case b in subclause 5.6.1.1, the UE shall also treat the indication from the lower layers that the RRC connection has been released as successful completion of the procedure. The UE shall reset the service request attempt counter, stop the timer T3417 and enter the state EMM-REGISTERED
CT1 would like to note that the Service Accept message is used during the service request procedure for EPS bearer context status synchronization or to activate/deactivate congestion control for transport of user data via the control plane and obviously the Service Accept cannot be sent if the S1/RRC connection is immediately released by the MME. Consequently, for the case when only one UP NAS PDU is sent and there is no reason to send DL NAS PDU (as stated above) the indication of RRC connection release from the lower layers can be considered a successful completion of the NAS control plane service request procedure.
