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Abstract of the contribution: In this contribution considerations for revision of 5WWC scope are proposed. 
1. Introduction
In SA2#125 it has been discussion of focusing further the scope of the SID considering the SA2 workload. In addition the 5WWC has been originally planned considering to work in Q4, while the study has been suspended, so the original deadline is no more feasible in respect the progress of the work.

Proposal #1: to postpone the conclusion of the SID to Q4/2018

The scope of the SID is to consider the wireline access, but, as for wireless system, the wireline access can be defined by different SDOs which are defining different access system. The work, as stated in justification, initiate with discussion with BBF, however is not clear whether the focused of the SID is a generic wireline access network or a specific access technology. In this contribution, we propose to clarify the scope for the wireless and wireline access convergence to consider the wireline access network defined by BBF. 

Proposal #2: for the study of Wireless and Wireline Convergence to consider only the wireline AN as specified by BBF.

Interworking with legacy RG (FN-RG) implies that an IWK function is defined in wireline AN in order to support N1, N2 and N3 and enables legacy access network including legacy RG, i.e. a device without any 3GPP capability to be connected directly to 5GC. This scenario is valuable for migration from legacy network to new 5G network, since it can not be expected a single step towards the new 5G network. So it is proposed to not consider interworking scenario in in this phase of the SID and leave the main responsibility to BBF.
Proposal #3: Interworking scenario (FN-RG) is NOT considered in this phase of the study and removed from the SID. The study of interworking scenario is left to BBF responsibility.

The current study consider how to support end user devices, with or without UICC, connected to the convergent 5G CN from behind a Residential Gateway. 
The end user with UICC can be primarily intended as 3GPP UE, so the text is revised for referring explicitly to 3GPP UE. The remaining part is left unchanged.

Proposal #4: Add explicitly the support of 3GPP UE connected behind the 5G-RG.

2. Proposal
This contribution proposes to revise the 5WWC SID as follow
· to postpone the conclusion of the SID to Q4/2018

· for the study of Wireless and Wireline Convergence to consider only the wireline AN as specified by BBF.

· the Interworking scenario (FN-RG) is NOT considered in this phase of the study and removed from the SID. The study of interworking scenario is left to BBF responsibility.

· The make explicit reference to 3GPP UE as End-user device with “UICC” behind a 5G-RG.
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
