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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks SA1 for their LS on UE WLAN MAC address inclusion in E911 location information (S1-180298).

SA2 understands that the request from SA1 is that the 3GPP system should provide sufficient methods to enable a better location accuracy via the additional calculation of WLAN-based positioning in support of emergency calls over 3GPP access when the UE has activated its WLAN access. As a result, because the location solution for emergency calls defined by ATIS relies on knowing the UE's Wi-Fi MAC address, this information should be provided to potential a 3rd party server. 
SA1 has asked RAN2 to provide a RAN-only solution. But as part of its responsibilities for designing end-to-end solutions, SA2 has discussed an alternative "SIP-based" solution in which the UE WLAN MAC address is only sent at the time of emergency calling setup through IMS based signalling (by sending the UE WLAN MAC address and possibly visible AP MAC addresses via IMS signalling to the IMS network, which would query the UE location to an External Location Server).  
SA2 is also not sure that a RAN-only solution satisfies privacy requirements (e.g. does RAN-only solution guarantee that the UE's WiFi MAC address is only passed during emergency calls). 
The alternative "SIP-based" solution has not been studied in detail yet and SA2 cannot state at this stage whether it addresses all SA1/ATIS requirements, but at least it is expected that it addresses privacy issues as the UE's WiFi MAC address is only passed at emergency calls. It is also expected that it works in emergency calls over WLAN.
2. Actions:

To RAN2 group.

ACTION: 
SA2 kindly asks RAN2 group to not take any decision until SA2 and SA3 have decided the way forward. 
To SA1 group.

ACTION: 
SA2 kindly asks SA1 to provide detailed requirements on the desired feature since LS S1-180298 is not sufficient to evaluate a solution.
To SA3 group.

ACTION: 
SA2 kindly asks SA3 to provide feedback to SA2 on whether they see any privacy issues with each of the above proposed solutions.
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
