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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for the LS on DNN or S-NSSAI based congestion control performed at AMF.
In the LS, CT1 asks the following questions:
Question 1: In which use case do the DNN or S-NSSAI based congestion control need to be performed at the AMF?
SA2 Reply: AMF may be configured by O&M to apply congestion control for DNN and/or S-NSSAI when the NFs e.g. SMFs of the DNN and/or S-NSSAI are not able to apply the congestion control due to the congestion situation.
Question 2: The back-off timer and the associated DNN/S-NNSAI information to be provided by the AMF is used by which layer (either NAS-MM layer or NAS-SM layer) of the UE?

SA2 Reply: From SA2 perspective the back-off time value provided by the AMF will eventually control the duration for which the UE-SM layer is not allowed to initiate messages. The AMF provides the back-off time value on MM layer to the UE. How the UE applies the time value received on MM-layer towards the SM-layer inside the UE is implementation specific.
