	Nudr_DM service operations do not include input parameters to be able to identify the data that is accessed (query, create, delete, update, subscribe, notify). 

Nudr_DM service operations only allow to access one single Data Subset. It is important to allow multiple Data Subsets, because in many call flows the consumer is expected to e.g. read multiple Data Subsets. This allows to support a more efficient functionality implementation and a more flexible service operation definition.
