Overall description

SA2 thanks CT4 for the LS on AMF planned removal procedure without UDSF. 
The scenario in the LS is related to AMF planned removal. That is, how does the peer CP NF get the Callback URI of target/new AMF when the Callback URI of the old AMF is invalid due to AMF planned removal (i.e. the UE is now served by target AMF or no AMF for with UDSF case).

SA2 has concluded that this issue applied to with/without UDSF two cases. It is worth to solve as similar issue may also happen on other peer CP NF besides UDM. 

To solve this issue, one mechanism without NRF query is agreed. In that mechanism the Callback URI is defined as a format, which includes the AMF information. CP NF generates the callback URI of target/new AMF by replacing the old AMF information in the Callback URI with target AMF information. By doing that, the CP NF can send notification to the target AMF without been updated by the target/new AMF first. The detailed format of the callback URI is left for CT4 define.
