1-4. These steps are the same as step 1-4 in clause 4.16.7.2, TS 23.502 [3].
3A. The H-PCF may request background data transfer analytic information from the NWDAF associated with the information provided by the AF in step 1. 
4A. With historical information, such as the 5GS NFs load info/capacity info, the selected background data transfer policy in use for either same or different AF(s), etc., the NWDAF offline derives background data transfer analytic information. The NWDAF could coordinate multiple H-PCFs for background data transfer requests coming from multiple AFs. The NWDAF provides the background data transfer analytic information to the H-PCF. The recommended background data transfer analytic information provided by the NWDAF to the PCF may be as follows:
- A list of recommended time window for the background data transfer;
[bookmark: _GoBack]- Optionally a list of recommended maximum aggregated bitrate for background data transfer.
5. The H-PCF determines one or more transfer policies, based on information provided by the NWDAF, information provided by the AF and other available information.
6-13. These steps are the same as step 6-13 in clause 4.16.7.2, TS 23.502 [3].
12A-13A. The H-PCF send the selected background data transfer policy to the NWDAF by invoking the Nnwdaf_BDTPolicyUpdate request service operation. Note that if the H-PCF determines only one transfer policy in step 5, the step 12A and 13A steps are performed after step 6.
