The NSSAI to be included in the access stratum connection establishment driven by a Service Request is defined by the operator based on the initial access policies it implements in the (R)AN. During the Registration procedure, the AMF provides the UE in the Registration Accept message, an Access Stratum Connection Establishment NSSAI Inclusion Mode parameter indicating whether the UE shall include in the Access Stratum Connection Establishment (e.g. a RRC connection Establishment defined in TS 38.331) caused by a Service Request:
a)	NSSAI set to the Allowed NSSAI for the UE; or
b)	NSSAI including the S-NSSAI(s) of the Network Slice(s) that trigger the Connection Establishment; or
c)	No NSSAI.
[bookmark: _GoBack]NOTE: 	The indication is based on the policies implemented in the (R)AN nodes in the Registration area: if at least some (R)AN node in the Registration area is configured with policies that require knowledge of all the NSSAIs in the Allowed NSSAI, Mode a) applies, otherwise Mode b) applies unless no Initial access policy is deployed in the RA, in which case Mode c) applies. As another example: if the operator requires knowledge of the Allowed NSSAI to implement the AMF overload control defined in clause 5.19.5.2, then Mode a) applies.
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
