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	Reason for change:
	The current description of the 5QI priority level is not clear about how the QoS Flow differentiation based on the priority level works in relation to the packet delay budget. And with the possibility to overwrite the standardized value of the priority level, the overall system behavior for traffic differentiation based on priority level is even more unclear due to the combination of standardized and non-standardized values.
Given that the 5QI characteristics was developed based on the QCI characteristics, it would be appropriate to continue with the principles of the QCI priority level definition in 23.203. To better support 5QIs of Delay Critical GBR resource type, it is also proposed to allow the scheduler to extend the PDB of Non-GBR QoS Flow(s) temporarly by a small percentage in order to meet the PDB of a GBR QoS Flow.

5.7.3.3
Priority Level
The Priority level associated with 5G QoS characteristics indicates a priority in scheduling resources among QoS Flows. The lowest Priority level value corresponds to the highest priority.
The Priority level shall be used to differentiate between QoS Flows of the same UE, and it shall also be used to differentiate between QoS Flows from different UEs. If the target set by the PDB can no longer be met for one or more QoS Flows across all UEs that have sufficient radio channel quality then the Priority level shall be used according to all of the following principles: 
-
The scheduler shall meet the PDB of a QoS Flow on Priority level N in preference to meeting the PDB of QoS Flow(s) on next Priority level greater than N. 
-
If the QoS Flows have different resource types, the scheduler may in addition extend the PDB of Non-GBR QoS Flow(s) temporarly by a small percentage (e.g. up to 10%) in order to meet the PDB of a GBR QoS Flow.  
For GBR QoS Flows, this treatment applies only until the respective QoS Flow's GFBR has been satisfied. Once all QoS requirements up to GFBR are fulfilled for all the GBR QoS Flows, the Priority Level may however also be used to distribute resources between GBR QoS Flows (for rates above GFBR up to MFBR) and Non-GBR QoS Flows, in an implementation specific manner. 
Every standardized 5QI is associated with a default value for the Priority level (specified in QoS characteristics Table 5.7.4.1). The Priority level may also be signalled together with a standardized 5QI to the (R)AN, and if it is received, it shall be used instead of the default value.
The Priority level may also be signalled together with a pre-configured 5QI to the (R)AN, and if it is received, it shall be used instead of the pre-configured value.
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
