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Introduction

This paper includes:
· Proposal for overall evaluation and comparison of solutions 14 and 18
· Proposal for interim conclusions for the related key issue #13

Based on the overall evaluation and comparison provided below, it is concluded that neither solution 14 nor 18 can fulfil the desired use cases for restricting an RG to a specific house or office when using NG-RAN access. For NG-RAN access, possibly new types of solutions, e.g. based on eLCS or other technologies, would be needed to fulfil the use cases. Since there is no time to investigate new solutions as part of the study, it is proposed that such work could done in a later phase. Therefore, it is proposed to focus the work in rel-16 to enhance mobility restrictions to cover wireline access.

Interim conclusions

NG-RAN access (FWA):

To support mobility restriction based on RG/UE location when RG/UE connects over NG-RAN access, it is concluded that the rel-15 solution for Service Area Restrictions and Forbidden Area can be re-used as is, with no updates due to this study. 

Wireline access and Hybrid access: 

To support mobility restriction based on RG/UE location when RG/UE connects over wireline access, it is concluded that the rel-15 solution for Service Area Restrictions and Forbidden Area shall be extended to cover area definition based on Line Id(s). It is concluded that the type of location information in the Allowed Area, Non-Allowed Area and Forbidden Area IEs stored in UDM and provided to AMF is enhanced to support also Line ID(s). 
The PCF and corresponding interactions with AMF are enhanced to handle Service Area Restrictions containing Line ID(s). 

AMF is enhanced to enforce Service Area restrictions and Forbidden Area based on Line ID when 5G-RG is using wireline access. 

NOTE: 
Since Allowed Area and Non-Allowed Area is not provided to the UE/RG when using wireline access, there is no impact to the NAS protocol.
