The CHF discovery and selection function is supported by the SMF and the PCF and is used to select a CHF instance that manages the online charging, offline charging and spending limits for a subscriber.

The NF consumer shall utilize the NRF to discover the CHF instance(s) or shall apply information that is available by other means, e.g. locally configured or received from another NF, as described in TS 23.503 [45]. The CHF selection function in the NF consumer selects a CHF instance based on the available CHF instances. 
The following factors may be used during the CHF selection by utilizing the NRF as defined in TS 32.290 [67]:
